Bassano Dam
Located 8 kilometers south-
east of town you will find the
incredible Bassano Dam. 
This large structure (220
meters long) is not only 
aesthetically pleasing, but 
also functions as a water
source for 18,000 residents throughout the region.
The Bassano Dam headgates to the Eastern Irrigation District
located on the Bow River. This system sends water through 
a maze of canals, filling 13 internal storage reservoirs stretching
over 4,800 kilometers.

Crawling Valley Campground
